e Please check-up on the status of previously completed ‘follow-up’-forms - We have fixed an error in the eCRF
and some forms may have returned to ‘uncompleted’/'yellow’.

e BL37 (Baseline form): “Highest Bilirubin in the 24 hours prior to randomisation? — If no value is obtained, write
the first value from the 24-hour period after randomisation”: A lot of ‘unobtainable’-values are registered in the
baseline forms. Please take measures to obtain these values, e.g. by requesting it on inclusion if not already

present, as we will otherwise get a lot of missing data
